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Today, a child with a disability who lives in highly developed countries
and developing ones has the right to get an education that will allow
him/her to unleash his/her inner potential and be maximally involved in
social life. In 2011, Ukraine supported a Western initiative to socialize people
with disabilities by providing them educational services in inclusive schools.
Because of problems with behavior control, social interaction and academic
performance, the organization of the learning process of children with mental
disorders is of particular interest to members of the educational community.
As the United States has more experience in educating such children along
with peers with typical development, we consider it necessary to draw our
attention to the experience of this country.

The purpose of the article is to analyze approaches to definine the basic
concepts of the problem of education of children with mental disabilities in the
US laws and regulations. To solve this goal we used the following methods:
analysis of the law, retrospective method and terminological analysis.
Results. The article provides definitions of key concepts related to the
education of children with special needs in the USA. After analyzing the
legal framework, we identified and analyzed such concepts as "a child with a
disability", "Special Education", "Related Services", "Supplementary Aids and
Services", "Individualized Education Program" and " plan 504 ». The article
also considered a number of components of an Individualized Education
Program for a child with a mental disorder, in particular modifications of the
curriculum; accommodations of the environment where a child with a disability
studies; assistive technology services; transition services for adolescents;
determining the degree to which the child will be included in the general
education environment; resource room and itinerant instructions. At the end of
the article, we provided an analysis of the the Behavior Intervention Plan — an
important component of an individual development program, as children with
mental disorders often have behavioral problems.
