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SOME REMARKS ON ARGOTIC WORD FORMATION

Ukrainian historical sociolects are still scarlery studied, although Ukrainian linguists have achieved significant progress
in etymological studying the national argots. However, there are very few merely linguistic articles on the Ukrainian
argots, and they are of a descriptive character and often not available to the overall scientific community, since they are
published in foreign journals at the time of the Iron Curtain. Taking into account these characteristics, the research on
Ukrainian argots can be considered as very poor. Against this background, the Ukrainian argotic word formation has
been particularly negative impressive, because its data are dispersed across different publications and mainly concerned
argotic affixes used for preventing outsiders from understanding their conversations. Argot has been traditionally
considered as a nonsystem phenomenon, but in our opinion, it’s incorporated into the Ukrainian language as a systemic
component of its structure. Based on these facts, we have described derivational features of Ukrainian argots and main
types of derivational nomens in Ukrainian historical sociolects, to which loan words are adapted to local dialects at the
phonetic and word formation level, words formed by adding a standard affix to the argotic or standard word root with
their potential deformation, and words formed by using specific argotic affixes belong. Also we pay special attention to
systematic aspects of the argotic word formation that have been realized in intensive using of standard derivational
types within standard derivational categories and copying these types by applying argotic word formation principles.
Moreower, Argot speakers formed new words by using a small nhumber of standard affixes and often applied some
elements of blending based on association and folk etymology. In that regard, we have focused on substandard features
of Ukrainian argotic word formation and outlined the main topics to be studied more thoroughly. This means, first and
foremost, that detailed and comprehensive analysis of national argotic derivation will be an opportunity to propose new
approaches to typological research of Eastern Slavic argots, as well as new views on some issues related to their genesis
and historical development.
