THE ARTISTIC WORLD OF PAVLO ZAHREBELNY!I

Pavlo Zahrebelnyi is one of the most famous Ukrainian writers of the twentieth century, though his
legacy is not yet completely understood, despite the considerable amount of literature scientific research.
This article focuses on the characteristics of the artistic world of prose by Pavlo Zagrebelnyi, paid
attention to the artistic representation of concepts novels historical subjects — the cycle of Kievan Rus
(“Miracle”, “Pervomist” and “Death in Kiev”). Consider specific features works triptych, a means of
expression, verbalization miracle concepts, creativity, historical memory, power and bridge, and shows
features timespace's novel “Miracle” by Pavlo Zagrebelnyi.

The purpose of the article is outlining the features of timespace in triptych about Kievan Rus by Pavlo
Zagrebelniy.
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A special image appears in the book. It is the image of St. Sophia Cathedral. The researchers noted
unifying function of the image for all three time planes novel that recreates the flow of historical time. In
other novels triptych (“Pervomist” and “Death in Kiev”), the situation is excellent — they have no visible
heterochrony and different locality. In time sequence given events of private, public, political life,
creating a unique historical movement. For example, in “Pervomist” scientist pay attention on unlimited
space of Mostyshshe, and in the novel “Death in Kyiv” — the principle of separation of space Kiev —
Suzdal. Dominant own subjective sphere serves a hero, not a countdown by the author or his observation
of spatial boundaries. The space in the novels naturally interact with artistic way.

So, the art world novels of Pavlo Zagrebelniy extremely varied and, despite the large number of scientific
papers still not investigated. There is an urgent need for a conceptual study of writer's historical prose.
Further exploration will be devoted to further study the issue.
