DIALECTICS OF HISTORICAL ACCIDENT AND HISTORICAL PATTERNS

Analized a relationship of categories “historical accident” and “historical pattern” in philosophy
of alternative historical fiction. Relevance of the research is caused by increasing interest to alternative
historical developed scenarios and necessity to analyze the relationship between historical accidents and
historical patterns in alternative historical works. The study of alternatively historical works of foreign and
national authors confirms that modeled historical process peculiar dialectical interpenetration of patterns and
accidents, they are combined in each historical phenomenon or every historical phenomenon. That which at
one level of development in a single system of relations emerges as accidental phenomenon, however, at a
different level of the historical process in another system of relations emerges as a natural. Accidental events
in one relation emerge logical and natural in the other. To understand and study the dialectic of accidents
and patterns in alternative historical fiction it is important to realize the philosophical understanding of these
categories relationship. Firstly, the to the development of any historical process influence random
phenomena and natural phenomena. Secondly, due to accidents and regularities, interconnection of their
producers determined development of all historical events and therefore alternative historical. Thirdly, in
particular timespace among a considerable number of accidents, which are included in pattern there is
always a most important accident which crucially affects the development of certain historical events. From
such understanding of accidents and patterns in the alternative historical world modeling proceeds task of
careful study of the nature of the categories where writers often build bifurcation in their works. To solve
this problem the researcher can use the method of philosophical analysis based on categories of accidents
and patterns. The advantage of this method is in fact that the researcher will be able to distinguish the
contradictions which exist between accidents that can have a direct impact on alternative historical
bifurcation; help to determine the most severe contradictions and thus reveal the creative idea of the writer to
change the current reality into alternative. This methodology allows to analyze the strength of the causes and
conditions connections for the emergence this or that accident for further alignment of regular chain of
alternative and historical process.

GENRE AND STYLE SPECIFICS OF CINEMATOGRAPHIC NOVEL “THE ARTIST”
(“HUDOZHNYK”) BY K. TUR-KONOVALOVA, D. ZAMRIYA, A. LISOVYKOVA

Taras Shevchenko’s life and career have become the object of reflection in the multi-genre artistic biographies
of the XX — XXI centuries the base of which was documentary evidence of a well-known personality, his
complete life or his fragment. The researchers of the genre specifics of artistic biographies are Ye. Baran,
I. Bratus, O. Halich, G. Gregool, I. Danylchenko, A. Datsyuk, A. Menshyi, I. Savenko, I. Khodorkiwski and
others. At the present stage of Ukrainian literary development the novel “The Artist” (“Hudozhnyk™) by
K. Tur-Konovalova, D.Zamriya, O. Lisovykova has been left out of researchers’ attention and is the
relevance of the theme. The aim of exploration is to find these authors’ unique artistic handwriting and the
type of their world view. The task of the article is to define their artistic tools and techniques.

The genre of the novel “The Artist” (“Hudozhnyk™) by K. Tur-Konovalova, D. Zamriya, O. Lisovykova
is cinematographic novel that was created with a conscious focus on certain cinematic techniques
of narration — separation into short episodes; brevity of dialogues; author’s interference in the course
of depicted events through comments, derogations, characteristics; information; mounting nature
of episodes; time shifts and so on. Composite construction of the novel is free reflecting present, past and
future. Fifty-two chapters of the novel is similar to separate episodes within the movie. The typical
method of the work is framing that connects exposition, beginning and conclusion of the prose novel.
In three main parts Shevchenko’s life is recreated like in a film representation. The dominant features of the
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
