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The article presents evolutionary trends of the “reflection” concept development
and a wide range of approaches to its definition. A significant number research
of areas on reflection are highlighted, including: psychological, pedagogical,
philosophical, sociological and psychosocial, managerial, etc. The problematic
nature of the reflection process study in modern psychological science is
substantiated, it lies in the specific uncertainty of the “reflection” concept,
the lack of both: a general psychological concept of reflection and a general
approach to its study. The reason for these difficulties is the nature of the
reflection process, the actual duration of which is hidden from an external
observer, and therefore is a natural obstacle to third-person research.

The content of the “reflection” concept is distinguished: reflection is a process
carried out by the subject, its object is the subjective experience, cognition
of experience by the subject; two main functions of the reflection process
according to V. Fedko (control and constructive) are substantiated, which
allowed to interpret “reflection” as a cognition process by the subject of his
own experience with the aim of its transformation.

The difference between the concepts of “reflection” and “reflexivity”, as well
as their correlation, is characterized. Reflection is considered by researchers
as a mental process, while reflexivity is considered as a personal property that
lies in the ability to reflect. Thus, reflexivity provides the very course of the
reflection process, which allows it to be defined as a broader concept.

The lack of similarity in the approaches to defining the types of reflection is
noted, what indicates the need to develop generalized criteria for the taxonomy
of reflection processes.

A number of models and approaches to defining the psychological structure
of the reflection process are presented, among which the eclectic model
of the reflection process by S. Koole et al., it is taken as a basis, which contains
the following components: 1) review of experience; 2) critical analysis;
3) reflective result, which forms a new experience and thereby launches a new
reflective cycle.
