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The article presents a theoretical analysis and justification of the cognitive
components of an individual’s attachment. The separate influence of the
features of the cognitive components of attachment on the process of
personality formation is highlighted. According to social-cognitive theory, the
cognitive component of attachment is a set of mental processes that ensure the
formation, preservation and use of internal representations of oneself, significant
other people and the nature of relationships with them. The psychological
characteristics of the cognitive component of attachment that influence
personality formation are determined, namely: internal working models,
models of self-representation, ideas about significant others, expectations of
reciprocity in relationships and the ability to mentalize. The psychological
features of the cognitive component of attachment are analyzed: adaptive
coping with stressful situations, cognitive openness in close relationships,
flexibility in interpreting a partner’s behavior, and the ability to revise ideas
in the event of receiving contradictory information. Particular attention is paid
to the influence of a secure attachment style on the formation of adequate
representations of oneself and the world as a reliable environment. The role of
cognitive processes in the regulation of emotional behavior and the formation
of stable interpersonal relationships is analyzed. The article considers the
phenomenon of attachment in the context of social-cognitive theory, which
explains the constancy of attachment models throughout life. The importance
of integrating psychological and biological factors in understanding the
mechanisms of forming cognitive attachment models is highlighted. The
connection between the genetic regulation of stress reactions and the quality
of early care, which affects the formation of an individual’s representational
system, is highlighted. Secure relationships with attachment figures have been
found to promote the development of adaptive thinking patterns, emotional
stability, and overall mental well-being.
