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FROM INCOMPLETE FAMILIES
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In the article the incomplete family as a subject in the primary school teacher and his family the younger student.
The author focuses on the educational challenges of modern single-parent families, which are the result of a lack of
educational resources. In turn, the problems of single-parent families are directly dependent on the causes of these
families, their types and characteristics, knowledge of which will help primary school teachers to choose the
necessary and effective ways of working with parents of primary school children from single-parent families.
Most single-parent families are in terms of their problems without waiting for assistance from the school and other
social institutions. Each family is characterized by incomplete education specific conditions, individual
characteristics of children and parents peculiar relationship between them. This causes difficulties in the
organization of interaction with her school and teachers.
Among the factors that positively influence the education of children from single-parent families allocate, maintain
close relations parents, who live separately, and with other family members; maintaining communication between
parents for a positive impact on the child; Parents agreed to solve the problem that arose suddenly and changes in
their communication with the child.
Depending on the type of single-parent families, family situation, education, teacher chooses forms and methods of
providing social and educational assistance to parents of students from single-parent families; determines the
competence of the teaching staff in an attempt to fill the shortage of child rearing in a single-parent family; if
necessary, decide on the involvement of other specialists to provide qualified help single-parent families.
