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Modern life requires higher education institutions to train highly qualified
specialists who are able not only to work and perform their professional duties
efficiently, but also have additional abilities, one of which is communication.
Accordingly, communication competence is of the utmost importance for
personal fulfillment and development of a person from the first steps in
the education system, his or her active citizenship, social integration and
employment.

It should be noted that in the process of obtaining primary education, students
develop communicative competence, which acquires certain characteristics.
The State Standard of Primary Education defines communicative competence
as the ability of a person to apply their knowledge of the language, interact
with the immediate environment and distant people and events, develop
teamwork skills and master various social roles in specific communication
situations. From this point of view, communicative competence includes three
components: language, speech and socio-cultural, and has the primary goal
of forming a culture of oral and written communication as a means of free
communication and self-expression.

The conditions for improving the communicative competence of a person in
the context of the socio-cultural environment are determined by the awareness
of the peculiarity of communication in a foreign and native language, their
different impact on the development of a person, including the improvement
of his or her communicative competence and reflection.

The article defines the place of communicative competence among the
key competences, the formation of which is determined by the mandatory
learning outcomes, presents the psychological basis for the development
of communicative competence, analyzes different scientific views on the
structure of communicative competence of future teachers, including primary
school teachers, emphasizes the special role of pedagogical communication
as an important component of communicative competence and determines the
conditions for its sustainable improvement in the process of teaching English.
The work carried out makes it possible to move on to defining the concept of
future primary school teachers’ readiness to form junior pupils’ communicative
competence in the process of teaching English and to determine its criteria,
indicators and levels for further experimental research.
