Lukasevych, O.A. Subjective well-being as a psychological phenomenon. The article presents a theoretical analysis of
the psychological parameters of subjective well-being. It has been revealed its ambiguous interpretation. "Optimism",
"happiness", "life satisfaction" have been defined as the related concepts for this phenomenon in the scientific literature.
Subjective well-being has been considered as a complex, dynamic, socio-psychological formation, which is based on the
integration of cognitive and emotional processes and is characterized by subjective emotional and appraisal attitudes, has a
stimulating force, promotes action, search, management of external and internal objects. Structural components of subjective
well-being are called cognitive and emotional. The determinants of different kinds, levels and generalization have been identified
among the main factors, that influencing subjective well-being. The concept of "life satisfaction" is narrower and more specific
compared to the more general term "well-being." Being in close connection with the notion of "well-being", it is characterized by
persistence, stability, complexity, systemicity and at the same time covers relatively independent aspects and phenomena. The
attention was focused on the complex nature of the interrelations between objective and subjective living conditions, that
influence the achievement of subjective well-being. According to various types of value orientations and motivational structure,
the levels of subjective well-being have been set: professional, physical, social, financial, connected with the place of residence. It
has been demonstrated, that the impossibility of strengthening the welfare index in one sphere is replaced by activity and
achievements in another.

The article
is devoted to the actual problem of manipulation, which is gaining more and more turns. In this article, based on the literature
analysis, the issue of manipulation in interpersonal communication has been considered. The aim of the article is to reveal the
questions of the strategy of manipulation, techniques and situation in which they are used. Analysis of works in this area allows us
to identify the main groups of manipulative techniques, that used in the discussions. This view would be of interest to specialists
in the field of social psychology in order to clearly distinguish between social pressure and direct contact. The subject of
manipulation of public consciousness is being actively discussed today among representatives of the general public, it is
increasingly becoming the subject of heated scientific discussions, a sharp publicistic polemic. Since recently, questions of
manipulation have been devoted to many works of Ukrainian and foreign scientific literature, it is reflected in works of art, once
again confirms its relevance, and in fact — of occured interesed: reaching a new level - the level of audio-visual, social sensitivity.
The investigation of the problem of manipulation of public consciousness and its consideration from a scientific point of view has
been only a few dozen years, if one doesn't bear in mind the indirectness of the coverage of this topic in the contexts of other
phenomena and processes, that are adjacent to it, other aspects of social life.
