In the system
of gender stereotypes that exist in the society, stereotypes of the appearance play a special role. The purpose of the article was to
analyze and substantiate the results of an empirical study of stereotypes of appearance, to identify their gender differences and
cases of discrimination in appearance. The results of the study of stereotypes of appearance (n=246) have been analyzed and
explained. The data have been collected using a standardized questionnaire for determining the levels of masculinity and femininity
of a "handsome woman" and a "handsome man" and author's work on measuring lookism, self-esteem of own appearance and it
influence on the livelihoods of beautiful people. The study has been shown that the idea of a "handsome woman" and a “handsome
man” are within the traditional concepts of "masculinity" and "femininity" and are stereotyped. At the same time, the requirements
for the appearance of women and the critical attitude towards their own appearance in women are higher, than the appearance of
a man. Similarly, lookism as a discrimination against women more often affects women than men. Less than a quarter of respondents
have never encountered lookism, and therefore, we can say that discrimination in appearance, the stereotypes associated with it,
require further empirical study and the development of special psychological measures to prevent and overcome these phenomena.

Ishchuk, O.V., Lukasevich, O.A. Socio-psychological peculiarities of adaptation of internally displaced persons from
temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine. This paper investigates the socio-psychological peculiarities of adaptation of internally
displaced persons from temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine, presents the main psychosocial problems that take around them
from 2014 to the present moment, describes general statistical data, analyze the results of psychological diagnostics of forced
migrants to adaptation potential and actual strategies for adaptive behavior. In this article are defined certain features of provision
of social-psychological services to internally displaced persons, which are connected with stressful conditions and unstable
psychological state after forced relocation to other regions of Ukraine. The authors propose to review the results of psychological
methods of studying the general state of adaptability with the distinction of the components of characteristics and adaptive
personality potential with strategies that are used as auxiliary behavioral patterns. In general, this investigation shows that
adaptation of forced migrants from temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine is still unstable and conceals a lot of socio-
psychological problems. The peculiarity of the adaptation processes of the IDP is the high level of disadaptation, the high level of
escape from problems, the unwillingness to solve some difficult life tasks, the importance of dominating, being secure and
experiencing the care of other people, maintaining emotional comfort by any means, even dangerous for the environment or for
them themselves.
