Galushko S.N. «Attachment» as a scientific psychological term and personal characteristics. The article
reveals the meaning of the concept "attachment" as a scientific psychological term and a personal characteristic. An
analysis of the findings of the studies and approaches to the study of attachment makes it possible to state that
attachment is a phenomenon that potentially leads to children growing up with confident in itself, stable high self-
esteem, rely on their own strength and show the trust in relationships with other people. The comparative analysis of
the concepts of "attachment" and "dependence" allows assert that the need for closeness, security, comfort and care
is a person's need for attachment, not a return to the infantile mode behavior of addiction. Preservation a lifelong
attachment relationship and openly expressing a need for connection with another human, is more a sign of
psychological health, than a manifestation of pathological dependence. A relationship of attachment forms a certain
image and a willingness to respond emotionally and behaviorally primarily to the mother (or the person who replaces
it), as at the first representative of socialization. The first 2-3 years of a baby's life are very important for developing a
sense of attachment. This period is defined as critical in forming attachment. The degree of reliability of a child's
attachment to a significant person influences the level of self-esteem, independence, self-confidence, ability to build
close, emotional relations with other people. The relationship between positively formed early relationships of the child
with the mother (or the person who replaces her) and the subsequent successful development of the child is considered.
In the work notes, that attachment, although most pronounced at an early age, does affect the quality of lifelong social
relationships. It is during the transition from parental care to the first social institute - school education, that the first
social relations of the child are formed. That is, the image of the mother (or the person who replaces it), which is
internalized, creates an internal resource and additional fortitude in the subsequent social adaptation.

Gorbashchenko T.M. Peculiarities of the interpersonal interaction of students with disabilities. The article
presents the results of an empirical research of relationships peculiarities in the communicative interaction of students
with disabilities, conducted on the basis of the Open international university of human development "Ukraine" and the
evening faculty of NPU named after M.P. Drahomanov. A comparative analysis of the peculiarities of the studied
phenomenon was carried out in two groups of students - with disabilities and practically healthy students of different
specialties. A comparison of the results of the research of two groups of students revealed that negative personality
traits can be inherent not only for students with disabilities with different nosologies of diseases, but also many others.
The difference between them is only in the degree of their severity, stability and probability of occurrence. It is revealed
that such a result, a general set of negative traits, can be caused by various reasons, which most likely indicate an
indirect influence of many factors on the development of a student's personality. These problems in students can be
different: in their intensity and time characteristics, duration, degree of representation in the human mind (more aware
and unconscious), by the impact on the personality (constructive, developing, indifferent, destructive, inhibitory,
critical, psycho-traumatic, pathogenic) and others. Dominant, both negative and positive trends in attitudes towards
persons with disabilities have been identified. They are perceived by the majority as clever, resourceful, interested in
the learning process and friendship, ready to help in difficult situations. It is concluded that the success of becoming
positive communicative interaction, self-realization and psychological well-being of students, in particular with
disabilities, are determined by their desire for self-development and disclosure of their potential, assessment of their
own personal resources as enough to achieve success and for full perception the path of life, which includes the
presence and realisticness of life goals. Perspectives for future researches are outlined.
