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The issue of gender-based violence is highly relevant and extensively studied
within the scientific community, but most research focuses on women, leading
to the belief that this is an exclusively women’s problem. Men are also victims
of gender-based violence, but their experiences are less studied, especially
among men who belong to gender and sexual minorities. Men who have
experienced violence often face distrust and stigmatization, which hinders
their seeking help. The psychological consequences include depression,
anxiety, PTSD, low self-esteem, and difficulties in relationships. Analyzing
the impact of stigmatization on the experiences of men who have suffered
gender-based violence and developing methods of psychological intervention
is a highly relevant issue. The aim of the study is to present the results of
theoretical analysis of the psychological consequences of the stigmatization of
men who have experienced gender-based violence and to substantiate the tool
“stigma map” in working with survivors. The internalized stigma map (ISM)
is a subjective assessment by the client of their stigmatization experience,
including cognitive biases, I-constructions, automatic thoughts, confessional
biases, psychological and somatic symptoms, and risky behavior. The ISM
helps the psychologist form an individual counseling program and diagnose
the dynamics of the intervention. The externalized stigma map (ESM) is an
assessment of the client’s sociocultural environment, including the historical
context, linguistic constructs, legislation, and cultural characteristics. The ESM
helps develop psychoeducational programs and advocacy plans to support the
reintegration of men into society. An example of using the ISM shows how this
tool allows identifying problematic impact points and developing an individual
therapy plan. Studying the ESM reveals sociocultural barriers that may slow
down counseling. Together, the ISM and ESM create a complete picture of the
impact of internal and external factors on the client’s condition, allowing the
development of an effective therapy plan.
