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The article is a comprehensive analysis of the origins as well as an assessment
of the current state of the theoretical frame of references dealing with the
phenomenon of adaptation of migrants, forced migrants and displaced
persons. The authors propose to consider adaptation as a multidimensional
phenomenon. We emphasize the dramatic increase in the relevance of the
issue of adaptation of forced migrants from Ukraine in the EU countries
under condition of Russian aggression and an unprecedented number of
Ukrainians with temporary protection status. As the most heuristic strategy
for conceptualizing the phenomenon of adaptation, a synthetic (synthesis of
structure and agency) and interdisciplinary approach is proposed. Such an
approach allows for employing theoretical and empirical developments of
various disciplines from the domain of the social and behavioral sciences.
The article employs methodological ideas about the scientific research
programs advanced by the philosopher of science I. Lakatos. The articles
offers a discussion of the evolution of the psychological discourse on
adaptation in the context of the needs and challenges of forced migrants
and displaced persons. The conflicting imperatives that the Ukrainian state
faces (adaptation, return, reintegration) are identified. It is also indicated that
there is an acute need to facilitate the return of Ukrainian citizens’ home. The
article proposes a definition of adaptation as a set of changes experienced by
individuals or groups. These changes are a response to the evolution of the
environment or a set of reactions when moving to a new environment. It is
stressed that such reactions should be adequate to the situation and benefit
the individual and the group both from the standpoint of mental health and
the preservation and improvement of socio-economic status.
