Shevchenko, N.F., Smyrnova, N.G. Psychological aspects of love phenomenon in the context of emotional relations
between spouses. The article presents the results of empirical study of the psychological aspects of love phenomenon between a
husband and a wife, depending on the duration of marriage. Various authors are unanimous that the expression of love provides
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spiritual, intellectual and physical comfort to the marriage partners and this affects an individual and a family in general. To the
noted psychological aspects there have been referred: manifestations of love and sympathy; motivation of love. The results of the
study have established that the feeling of love and sympathy is much more pronounced among the respondents, who are in
marriage prior to 15 years. According to the obtained results, the manifestations of love and sympathy for most marriage partners
are weakening over time. The data have revealed, that groups of respondents with different experiences of marital life differ in
manifestations of the motivation of love. The noted components are the following: orientation, love cark, motives-contents, forms
of interaction. The working assumption has been statistically proved: there are certain differences in the degree of expression of
the feeling of love and sympathy, as well as in the hierarchy of the motives of love in the marriage partners, depending on the
duration of the marriage. Promising directions of further researches concern study of the age, status and gender characteristics of
experiences and manifestations of love, working-out of practical means of optimization of the spousal relationships for different
age groups.
